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THE DINSDALE LEAGUE



RULES
1. 
These rules apply to the DMASA Dinsdale League, to be held under ASA Law.

2. (a)
Any alterations, additions or deletions to these rules shall be proposed and seconded in writing and be handed to the Honourable Secretary of the DMASA at least 14 days prior to the meeting.

(b)
Any such proposals shall require the approval of the Annual General Meeting or an Extra Ordinary Meeting of the DMASA of a majority of the voting delegates.

3. (a)
The Dinsdale League shall he open to any club affiliated to the DMASA with the exception of DARTES and subject to the conditions hereafter.

(b)
A club wishing to participate in the Dinsdale League and or the Dinsdale League Championships shall submit a joining fee of £5.00. Such fees shall be in the hands of the organising Secretary not later than 15th October in the year preceding the year’s competition.

(c)
The organising scheduling shall be in the overall control of the DMASA and its organising Secretary.

4. (a)
The Dinsdale League shall consist of two divisions. These shall be divided equally between the participating clubs in the event of an odd number of participating clubs the lower division shall be weighted with the extra club. Each gala shall be organised on a Match basis, between clubs, no more than two clubs competing against each other at one particular venue.

(b)
Clubs shall meet each other once during the year of competition, which shall be held during a period from January to September inclusive within any one year.

(c)
A club shall not be host to the same club competing in two successive years of a competition.

(d)
Matches scheduled by the organising Secretary shall be completed within the month as scheduled and arranged by mutual convenience of the clubs concerned.

(e)
Protests arising from this league shall be dealt with by the referee and then if necessary, considered by the DMASA Management & General Purposes Committee complying with ASA

5.
RESULTS AND SCORES

(a)
The result sheet of each match shall be distributed by the host club to all clubs participating in the Dinsdale League gala. One result sheet each shall he forwarded to the organising Secretary and the Honorary Secretary of the DMASA respectively.

(b)
The organising Secretary shall keep a record of all matches and publish a table for both divisions at the end of the Dinsdale League proper.

Rule 5. Continued..

(c)
Clubs shall be awarded points in the following order.

(1)
The winning club 3 points.

(2)
The losing club 1 point.

(3)
In the case of a tie, 2 points shall be awarded to each club concerned.

(d)
Division I: - The club thus gaining the highest number of points within any one year of competition shall be declared the winner of the Dinsdale League. The club gaining the lowest number of points in any one year shall be relegated to division 2 for the following year.

Division 2: The club gaining the highest number of points within any one year of competition shall be promoted to division I for the following year.

In the event of two or more clubs tying, the total number of points accrued at each gala swum by the clubs concerned shall be used to decide the final position in the relevant division.

(e)
Each club competing may enter two swimmers per event.

(f)
Clubs who are competing at any particular venue shall decide the winner of the match on the following basis...


1st place swimmer
4 points


2nd place swimmer -
3 points

3rd place swimmer
2 points

4th place swimmer -
1 point

The club obtaining the highest number of points shall be the winner of the match.

6.
OFFICIALS

(a)
All officials for the match shall be as defined by ASA Law.

(b)
With the exception of the Referee, officials shall be selected from the clubs competing at any particular venue. Officials other than the Referee shall not be required to be on the County List.

(c)
The Referee shall be a qualified official whose name appears on the District or County List and shall not be a member of the two clubs competing at any particular venue. Should a club hosting a Dinsdale League fixture not be able to find an independent Referee then both competing clubs to provide a Referee who shall referee alternate events.

(d)
The host club shall have the privilege of inviting the Referee.

7.
THE COMPETITION

(a)
The age groups for this competition shall be 10 years, 11 / 12 years, 13 / 14 years and Open age.

(b)
The age of the swimmer shall be as per ASA Law i.e. as at the 31st December in the year of competition.

(c)
Swimmers shall be permitted to compete in a higher age group, but not in a lower age group.

Rule 7 Continued -

(d)
Where a swimmer is a member of more than one club who are competing, he or she shall nominate the club for whom he or she is competing during that year of the Dinsdale League.

8.
DISTANCES

(a)
With the exception of TEAM EVENTS, the distances to be swum are as follows. 


Age 10 years and 11 / 12 years 
One length of the course.


Age 13 / 14 years and Open

 Two lengths of the course.

(b)
One length of the course shall not be less than 25 yards or greater than 33 metres & 2 lengths of the course shall not be less than 50 yards and not more than 66 metres in distance.

Medley Swimming (ASA Law 516.2) In Medley Relay events, swimmers cover the four swimming strokes in the following order: Backstroke, Breaststroke, Butterfly, Freestyle. (ASA Law 516.3) Each section must be finished in accordance with the ASA Law, which applies to the stroke concerned.

(e)
(ASA Law 512.2) Freestyle means that in an event so designated, the swimmer may swim any style, except that in Individual Medley or Medley Relay events, Freestyle means any style other than Backstroke, Breaststroke or Butterfly.

9.
TROPHIES

(a)
The winning club of the DMASA Dinsdale League shall be awarded with a trophy, which shall be held by the winning club for a period of one year and subject to the conditions as applies to all trophies controlled by the DMASA.

(b)
The trophy shall be presented to the winning club either at the Annual General Meeting or at an Annual Dinner Dance Social of the DMASA.

(c)
In the event of a tie the trophy shall be shared equally amongst the winning clubs.
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
